HB1207 CDPHE Household
Medicatiodbdakd”rogram

Introduced January 20, 2014B 1207requires the executive director of the CDPHE to establish a household medication take
back program to collect and dispose of unused household medications. The program allows individuals to dispose of unuse
household medications at approved collection sites and for carriers to transport the wastes to disposal locations. OB'March
the bill passed the House Committee on Finance with only 1 dissenting vote.

The bill specifies that collection sites, carriers and disposal locations that act in good faith are not subject tddiaipitiigtents
arising from the collection, transport or disposal of household medications. The bill also creates the household meeietion
